Following our new families’ induction evening on Tuesday 13" June, we will be offering families
the opportunity to access our ‘starting school webinar’ on Monday 26" June (7-8pm) which will
be led by Marijana Filipovic-Carter (Move More Family Engagement Lead).

Please could we ask that you bring the original certificate into school as soon as conveniently
possible, but no later than Friday 23" June to enable our admin team to take a copy and place
on our school files. We would also request that you return the registration forms (from the Parent
Handbook) to us no later than this date.
