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Overview
This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education. 

At CKIS we want to engage, inspire and challenge pupils to develop a love of music and their talent as musicians and performers, and so increase their self-confidence, creativity and sense of achievement.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Music lessons – In EYFS, class lessons take 30 minutes each week; in KS1, lessons take up to 40 mins.  These lessons incorporate singing as an ensemble, listening and appraising music, composing and performing with voice and tuned/untuned percussion instruments. Music is delivered through ‘Sparkyard’. The Sparkyard Music Curriculum uses a skills-based approach where key musical concepts and themes are developed and revisited across the year groups, building on knowledge and understanding at every stage. It can be used and adapted to suit the needs of each class and individuals and it covers the statutory National Curriculum for England and is informed by the Model Music Curriculum. Lessons include singing together, listening to a diverse range of genres, styles and musical periods, includes key vocabulary and coverage of the inter-related dimensions of music. In Early Years, songs and music are essential ingredients across all areas of learning and the curriculum supports all 7 areas of learning the EYFS framework and helps children achieve their Early Learning Goals.
· In KS1, music lessons include 10 weeks of Whole Class Ensemble Tuition provided by Gloucestershire Music.  At present, Year 1 learn the violin and Year 2 learn the recorder.
· ‘Sparkyard’ and ‘Sing Up!’ are used to provide an assortment of songs to support learning across the curriculum.
· Minute of Listening – each week a new minute of listening is chosen in each year group to reflect composers and music selected to support topics.
· Assemblies – we have a ‘Singing Assembly’ every week for the whole school. We have a list of songs to learn each term.  Some songs are accessible in classrooms on ‘Sparkyard’ to sing together in class.  We also include songs from ‘Sing Up!’ that are introduced in Monday assemblies and children learn to sing together.
· Singing Strategy - we want all children to have access to good quality singing opportunities every week. We believe singing is a truly inclusive musical activity that can be enjoyed by all and that singing has a huge benefit to the well-being of our children. Therefore we aim to sing together at least once a week and to endeavour to incorporate singing into each day at some point  – CKIS Singing Strategy July 2024 - Charlton Kings Infants' School
· Learning Leaves  - these give a visual overview of the music curriculum in each year group each term – Our Music Curriculum this term - Charlton Kings Infants' School (ckis.org.uk)
· School Policy – this highlights the curriculum for each year group, including access for disabled and SEND – Music Policy 2023 with Action Plan - Charlton Kings Infants' School (ckis.org.uk)
· Glos Music  is the local music hub. When necessary, we ask for support and use Whole Class Ensemble Tuition in KS1 for 10 weeks to enhance our music learning.
[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Extra-curricular music
· Choir – Y2 have the opportunity to join the school choir.  This is an after school club held each week. Children practise songs to perform at various events, such as Harvest Festival at a local church, the Christmas Carol Service in a local church, as well as performances within the local community such as the Christmas Lights Switch On in Charlton Kings, Carols at Dunkerton’s and singing in care homes at Christmas.
· Whole Class Ensemble Tuition – Year 1 have had the opportunity to learn instruments such as drumming and violins. Year 2 learn the recorder
· Violin tuition – for those wishing to learn the violin, tuition is offered in Year 2.  For those in receipt of PPG, money can be used to pay for tuition fees.
Part C: Musical experiences
This is all about the other musical events and opportunities that we organise such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows.
· Singing assembly happens each week. Songs from ‘Sparkyard’ can be practised in classrooms. Children are both audience and performers. Sometimes choir may lead this.
· ‘Sparkyard’ and ‘Sing Up’ are used in class to support topic work with appropriate songs.
· Class Assemblies – children have the opportunity to perform for the school and then for parents, usually based on topic work.
· Harvest Festival – children perform for parents in local churches – KS1 separately, then EYFS.
· Nativity – EYFS perform to parents. KS1 are the audience for the dress rehearsal in school.
· Carol Services – KS1 perform for their parents at a local church
· Choir performances – at Harvest Festival, Christmas carols and in the community
· Violin and Recorder concerts – at the end of WCET, children perform for the rest of the school
· We encourage parents and staff to come and play for the school.  We also invite students from CKJS and Balcarras to perform
· Each class includes ‘Minute of Listening’ each week – this focuses on the composers introduced to each year group, as well as different genres of music for each term.
In the future
This is what the school is planning for future years.
· Continue to offer choir for Year 2 children.
· Continue to offer violin tuition in Year 2 and to support those eligible with the loan and hire of instruments and payment towards tuition.
· Continue to hold opportunities to sing or perform in small, large or whole school groups.
· Continue to deliver the ‘Sparkyard’ music curriculum.
· Continue to invest in music including the purchase of some new instruments.
· Make links with musicians and look into opportunities for children to watch and listen to live performances.
· Look into opportunities to visit live performances such as Cheltenham Music Festival and Cheltenham Jazz Festival
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
