Dear Families,

batteries!  We have now welcomed all children into Kindergarten and school and have been delighted 
to see everyone so settled and happy.

I will be leading our Eco school meetings and we will be gaining the children’s 
thoughts and ideas regarding our Eco priorities this year which are Transport, Biodiversity and 
Litter/Waste.  
 
Termly theme: Community and Belonging: 
This term our school theme is that of ‘Community and Belonging’ and we are thinking about the 
importance of belonging to our home and school families alongside considering the importance of 
belonging within our local and national communities.  

 
Child Protection/Safeguarding – protecting your child on-line: 
We have had a number of children talking about watching movies and playing on-line games during 
their free time.  Please can I remind all parents that it is vital that home adults know and supervise 
their children’s access when using online games or watching videos. We have been shocked to hear 
that some children are watching/using games that are not appropriate for their age and stage of 
development.

The enrichment activities that we plan and deliver through our school curriculum, can only be 
maintained by asking for a voluntary donation from families on an annual basis.

We continue to recognise the additional financial pressures upon many families, but do ask that all 
families support the school by donating £50 per child.

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School Uniform: 
Our school uniform is compulsory for all pupils in school (YR-Y2) and plays a significant role in helping 
children feel a sense of belonging within the school community, fostering an environment of equality 
and inclusion. We have a large stock of second hand items in school and actively encourage families 
to make good use of these for a minimal charge or free for families in financial need. In addition, many 
items of our uniform can be purchased at local supermarkets and do not need to have the school logo 
on.  Please can we remind all families to ensure they check our website, 
https://www.ckis.org.uk/uniform regarding our school uniform requirements. Please can we remind all 
families that only stud earrings should be worn in kindergarten/school (for safety reasons) and that 
long hair should be tied back with any hair adornments being plain or school coloured (eg 
clips/headbands).   
 
Bags: 
We do not have much space in our corridors and therefore ask that children do not bring large bags 
into school (unless they are going to gym/jujitsu clubs after school). Children only need to bring a 
named book bag, water bottle and snack (in a reusable container – NOT GLASS) on a daily basis. 
We ask that you do not attach keyrings and toys to these bags as they then do not fit in the children’s 
drawers/boxes. 
 
Parking: 
Please do not block entrance/exits to the school, our neighbours driveways or the local roads when 
parking. We have had a number of near misses or families blocking roads during the last week when 
dropping off/collecting their child/ren.
